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Has successfully completed the BMABA Martial Arts First Aid Essentials Award, having met the
required standard following a formal assessment of the named person's core technical
knowledge. This First Aid Essentials award covers the primary emergency

care concerns of a casualty in the event of a medical emergency.

It does not replace the need for face to face training but does provide
a minimum standard of competency for a martial arts setting.
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
